Abstract: With the development of sports, more and more attention has been paid to traditional sports. As an important part
of Chinese traditional sports, the development of folk sports is particularly important. In order to study the influence of folk
sports on the effect of physical fitness, this article organizes a number of subjects to conduct three types of folk sports training
including wrestling, foot races and skills sports for a period of time, and observes a total of 32 representative body indicators in
three aspects: body shape, physical function and physical fitness after training. As for a further comment, based on the changes
of indicators, this article uses changes in physical indicators as features to represent individuals. Random forest algorithm is
used to predict what kind of folk sports different objects will perform in the training phase. In the process, feature selection is
based on information gain to measure impact. Thus, it measures the influence degree of different types of folk sports on body
indicators. In this paper, the influence degree of different folk sports on body indicators and actual impact are evaluated and
studied to reveal the correlation between folk sports and human body functions. In addition, the experimental results show that
the proposed algorithm has higher prediction accuracy than the baseline algorithm.

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Experimental Study on the Influence of Folk Sports on Junior
students' Self-Consciousness, Self-Esteem and Personality

Abstract: Objective To explore the influence of folk sports on junior middle school students' self—consciousness,
self—esteem and personality. Methods:A total of 300 middle school students were randomly selected and divided into
the folk sports group and the non—folk sports group. The folk sports intervention experiment lasted for 14 weeks. Piers—
Harris Childhood Self—Concept Scale, Rosenberg Self—Esteem Scale and Carter 14 personality factors questionnaire
were used to measure the results. Results There were significant differences in intelligence, physical appearance,
anxiety, gregariousness and total score between folk sports group and non folk sports group (P<0.05); There was
significant difference in overall self—esteem (P<0.05); In terms of personality development, there was a significant
difference between the two groups in the four dimensions of sociability, stability, abundance and anxiety (P<0.05), and
there was a significant margin in the dimensions of assertiveness and sensitivity (P=0.057, 0.081). The scores of
sociability, stability, abundance and assertiveness in the folk sports group were higher than those in the non exercise
group, and the scores of anxiety and sensitivity in the non exercise group were higher than those in the folk sports group;
In terms of gender difference and self—consciousness, the scores of female students' behavior dimensions were sig -

nificantly higher than those of male students (P<0.05). Among all personality dimensions, there was a significant

Abstract: Objective: To explore the influence of folk sports on pupils' self—consciousness, self—esteem and personality.
Methods 330 pupils were randomly divided into a folk sports group and a negative control group. The folk sports
intervention lasted for 14 weeks. The negative control group was not intervened. Piers Harris Children's Self concept
Scale (PHCSS), Rosenberg Self esteem Scale (RSES) and 14—CPQ were used for measurement, and one—way ANOVA
was used to analyze the measurement results.Results: The results of self—consciousness difference test between the folk
sports group and the negative control group showed that there were significant differences in the dimensions of behavior,
intelligence, physical appearance, anxiety and the total score between the two groups (P<0.05), and the score margin
of the gregariousness dimension was significant (P=0.058); There was a significant difference in the overall self—esteem
(P<0.05), and there was a significant difference in the four dimensions of excitement, assertiveness, daring and anxiety
(P<0.05). There was a significant margin in the dimension of groupiness (P=0.081); In terms of gender, there are
significant differences between boys and girls in various indicators, such as PHCSS behavior CPQ stability and CPQ
self—discipline.Conclusion: Folk sports can improve the self—consciousness and overall self—esteem of pupils, and folk

sports can promote the personality development of pupils. After 14 weeks of folk sports, there are significant differences
