Whilst remaining faithful to the notions of
general and theoretical linguistics, the journal is open to all areas of linguistic investigation, including functional linguistics,
cognitive linguistics, sociolinguistics, pragmalics, together with their experimental branches, In order to cover the fisids
that are at the apax of contemporary linguistic scholarship.

Wie would like to take this cpportunity to thank all the scholars wha, over the past few years, have shown their suppart
as Editorial Board members andior reviewers, as well as authors of excellent articles, being focused on the pursuit of
knowledge and on research, which nesds publisher support and promotion In the competitive academic world of today.
Undaubtedly, the academic society benefits from operating based on the principle of reciprocity, benevolent helpfulnass
and mutual respect, which transcend any adificially imposed boundaries and personal animosity.

Thanks tothis umwavering support, we have observed desirable changes in Lingua, corroborated by statistics. Overall,
the number of submissions has grown by 48% between 2017 and 2018, and by 39% since 2015. At tha same time,
editorial spead has increased considerably. Among other things, it is evident that between 2015 and 2018 the time from
submission to first decision for accepted articlas has gone down from 15.2 weeks to 9.2 weeks, and fram submissian o
acceplance from 54.2 to 21.6 weeks. In addition, citations have risen by 63% since 2014 {1,611 in 2014, and 2,129 in
2017) and so has the usage, as indicated by the numbers of paper downloads, showing a 12% increase between 2017
and 2018 (204,728 in 2017, and 230,235 in 2018). These optimistic numbers mativate us to keep up the good work In an
effort o stimulate a further developmant of the joumnal and its impact on the whole gamut of linguistic fialds.

Finally, we should like to point to a number of new features available on Lingua's website. Thesa include Author and
Reviewer Slories, i.e. brief interviews with some of our authors and reviewers, as well as Editor's Choice Aticlas, which
are available free of charge for the duration of three months after selaction. This is in addition to the standard access
options: the Share Link which provides each author with 50 days' free access to their arficle after publication and which
they are able to share throughout their networks via email and social media, in tandem with the Green Open Access and
Gaold Open Access altematives.

tMandarin or Standard Chinese belongs to the Sinitic branch of the Sino-Tibetan family
along with the Tibeto-Burman languages. Typologically classified as an isolating
language, Mandarin lacks inflectional morphemes, and hence word ovder, adpositions
and particles play a crucial part in its grammatical system.

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Abstract. By adopting visual data processing techniques based on the complex dynamic systems the-
ory and retrospective interview, this study explores the dynamic developmental features of lexical
complexity by keeping track of the timed argumentative writings by two non-English majors with simi-
lar initial English proficiency in two academic years.
